· Matches will be played weekly on Sunday between 08:30 am and 5:30 pm. 
· The first match is Sunday 10th October 2010 and the last group match is 20th February 2011, followed by three weeks of finals.

· Two venues will be used for all matches.

· Each match will consist of 3 x 20 minute periods, be played on a full size court (40m x 20m) and be refereed by two referees. 
· Players are expected to arrive at least 30 minutes prior to the match to ensure the whole team can warm up together and that the match record is complete and accurate. Teams will be fined by FAWA if they fail to field a full team ten minutes prior to the match start time.

· Teams playing the first and last matches of the day are expected to set up and pack up the rink. Clubs will be fined if players fail to assist with court set-up.

· Fixtures are also available as a printable PDF file, downloadable from the club’s gmail account.
Uniforms
We will be wearing the same uniforms as last season. Sharks will supply black team shorts and black Salming socks to players who don’t already have them. Most of you should already have last season’s uniforms. Shirts will remain the property of each player once paid for.

Referees and Match Officials
· Throughout the season Sharks will be required to provide two referees and one scorer (match official) for both A division and B division matches. Teams will be fined for failing to provide referees and scorers.
· Level 1 Qualified referees will be paid $25/match, $20 for basic training and $15/match if unqualified. Leith Woods has organised referee courses prior to the season.  
· A Division referees must be over 18 years of age and have completed appropriate training to be deemed competent.
· Refereeing can be enjoyable if you take the time to prepare yourself as a referee. It is a great way to make a little bit of extra cash and greatly improves your understanding of the game as a player. I would recommend all members take the opportunity to attend referee courses and referee matches.

Before any player can play any matches in the Elite series they must be fully registered with FAWA and AFA (Australian Floorball Association). This is required for insurance purposes. Registration details and the registration fee must be completed online, if you haven’t already done so.
